Ballina
Centered on an island at the mouth of the Richmond 
River, Ballina is the social and commercial hub of the 
region. Loved for its relaxed riverside and seaside 
location and fresh local seafood.  The town has 
blossomed into a beauty with café culture, international 
dining and a family friendly atmosphere.

Lennox Head
A friendly beach village just 10 minutes north of 
Ballina and 20 minutes south of Byron.

A picturesque village in Ballina’s hinterland is just 
a 15 minute drive from Ballina’s town centre. 
Known for its wide streets, heritage buildings and 
beautiful gardens, it provides plenty of hidden 
gems to discover and offers a great day out. Find 
cosy cafes and unique stores, farm product, 
boutique stores and rainforest walks nearby.

This one-street town with just a few historic 
houses, shops, a café, deli and historic bakery 
is like something out of a romantic movie.
